From Frame to Truck 

    At Noble High School we have to do some sort of presentation as a senior as one of our gradua-
tion requirements.  For mine I decided to build a mighty Double A Truck.  I had one full semester 
that ends January 20, 2012 with a presentation date of Janu-
ary 9th.  I started the build in early October with a bare 
frame that was pretty rough compared to many, with cracks 

and farmer patches 
everywhere.  This 
seemed like a good 
candidate for the pro-
ject as it allowed for 
more in depth work to 
be shown.  The frame 
was produced Sep-
tember 15, 1931.  The 
majority of the other parts came from the homemade tractor I 
had brought to the show at Johnson Hall this past year.  The 
engine is from January 1930 car, the body and axles are from 
an early ‘31 fire engine that from what I have been told was 
originally owned by Kittery, Maine.  Being a fire engine body, 
it is an open cab type with no windshield or doors.  While this 
isn’t a typical project for school it is definitely interesting 
when the teachers hear, as they wouldn’t normally believe, 
that a 17 year old student has the ability or interest in antique 
autos.  One person at NHS, my physics teacher, John 
Nowacki, out of chance, is the owner of two old Fords, a ‘29 
AA stake –side and a ‘34 BBv8 dump truck.  This project was 
more or less prompted by my need for a street-able A to keep 
up with the club on meets and the senior project was the best 
way to do this, as it allows you to present everything that you 
did, teaching yourself and your audience on the presentation 
day. 

    A full build 
book has been 
made during 
this project.  
A copy will 
be with the 

truck to show over 300 pictures during the construc-
tion.  One person I have to thank more than any-
body with this Model A is Warren Seavey.  He al-
lowed me the use of his shop and taught me most of 
what I know about these old cars.  Thanks Warren, I 
don’t know if I could have done it without your 
help.
